S0 svetku tautas deju lieluzveduma téma ir deju tilts, starp jauniem un veciem. Masu tauta savas
dejas ir dejojusi jau no neatminamiem laikiem. Jauns ar vecu sadancoja kristibas, kazas, bérés.
Gan priecigaka, gan bédigaka maza bridi deja ir bijusi jaunas un vecas paaudzes saistjosta.
Tradicijas turpinas no paaudzes uz paaudzi un masu tauta tas nav aizmirsusi. Misu deja nes
ITdzi senu tautas gudribu, kas ir stirakmens ar7 Sodien. Visa pasaulé tiek dejotas vecas tautas
dejas un tiek raditas jaunas, kas zinama méra atspogulo savu gadsimtu, bet pasa pamata saglaba
seno deju batibu.

Sodien més sanakam kopa veci un jauni, lai sadancojot vecas un jaunas dejas, dalitos $aja
senaja tradicija — jauns ar vecu sadancoja. Programmas ievads ar trim senajam dejam, risina
§0 sadanco$anas tému. Divas no tam: “‘Apalais méness’” un “Ac¢kups’ ir senas masu tautas
godibu dejas, bet “Saules rotala” — vasaras saulgriezu deja. Uzveduma turpinajuma seko
jaunakas dejas un Cetras no tam ir pavisam nesenas choreografijas, ka pieméram “Teci rikSiem
kumelini”, kuras vienkar8as kustibas sasaucas ar dziesmas melodiju un caur to sapldst viena
kopiba. “Rota Auseklttis’” ar savu raito ritéjumu ieelpo dzivibu latvieSu zvaigznes simbola —
AusekITtT; “Dzirkstele” un “*Raitais dancis” — viena radita Amerika, otra Vacija, bet abas sasaucas
sava ritoSaja soll; “Devindancis” un “Lancets” ir senakas dejas. Devindancis izcelas ar savu
Tpatnéjo struktaru, turpretim Lancetam pamata ir Tpatnéja Latgales polka, kuru dévé art par trako
polku.

Nakosa programmas dala desmit dejas saved kopa jaunos un vecos dejotajus. Pirmas tris de-
jas $aja dala — “‘Metieninu”, “Tautas kadrilu” un "“Krusta kazaku” izpilda masu vecakie dejot-
aji. “Tautas kadrila” ir batiba fran€u menueta vai polu kadrilas iespaids latvieSu dejas kultara;
“Krusta kazaks" ir lidziga stila zina, taCu atspogulo |oti konkrétu darbibu — lauku zinnesa celu
no sétas uz sétu. Msu jaunakie dejotaji ieplast vecako dejotaju pulka, lai kopigi sadancotu “Auzu
deju”, “Saullti”’, un “Jautro pari”, kas visas ir paru dejas neierobeZotam dejotaju skaitam. Gados
vissjaunakie dejotaji uzsak nakoso posmu ar “Krustdeju’’, kas pamata ir sena kara deja, dejota
Vizemé; “Sikais dancis” ar patngji uzsvérto trissoliti virpulojot pauZ dejas prieku no Kurzemes
un Zemgales; “Jautra vija" dejota Nica ir strauja, bet ar bajarisku raksturu; un nobeiguma deja
“Jandalin§” ir pirma deia, ko macam masu bérniem. Dazadibu programma ieved nako$as tris
dejas. "“Aglonas meitenu deja’’ un “Maminas meitinas” parada mums divas dazadas pieejas
precibam; pédeéja atspogulo paaudzu saskarsmi ka maminas un meitinas risina precibu pro-
blemu. 5is dejas izpilda meitenes, tadu jautri zobgaliga deja “Larikis” ir puiSu Tpasums, vinu
domas un risindjums precibu lietas. Nakosa dala ir piecas choreografijas — daZa jaunaka, daza
jau labi pazistama — “Ventinu deja”, “Talsu deja”, “Using", “Saules deja”, un “Toronaks".
Sis deijas izvélétas uzvedumam talab, ka tas parada latvieu choreografu daudzpusibu, bet kas
8aja daudzpusiba tomér paliek uzticigi tai nenotveramajai sajatai, tam nedefingjamam vardam,
kas sevr apvieno latvieSu tautas dejas garu. Ir interesanti salidzinat latvieSu choreografijas ar
nako$o IbieSu godu deju “Sarabumbals”, kuru vissvairak dejoja kazas.

Lai piedalitos jaundeju skaté, katrs choreografs tika aicinats radit vienu deju, lietojot specialu,
§im noldkam Lolitas Ritmanes komponétu maziku. Rezultats ir “Dancis '86", desmit dazadas
choreografijas, kuras tiks dejotas vienlaicigi.

Lieluzveduma nosléeguma — “Sudmalinas” — pazistamaka un iemilotaka no masu tautas dejam,
kuru labi var sadejot vecs ar jaunu, jauns ar vecu.

PROGRAM NOTES

Sveiks! We welcome you to the Folk Dance Gala of the 8th Latvian Song Festival in Canada.
The theme of this year’s performance is the bridge folk dances build between young and old.
Latvians of all generations have been dancing folk dances together for thousands of years. From
birth till death, in times of joy, in times of sorrow, dancing has played an important role in the
lives of the Latvian people. Folk dances transport us into another world, into a different time
and space, releasing us from our daily habits and linking us to an ancient past. Moreover, it
is also a link with the wisdom of those ancient times — wisdom which is very relevant in our
“modern” age.

Folk dances easily span the ‘‘generation gap” and put the young and old together on a com-
mon ground. Latvians continue this joyful tradition throughout the world, not only by learning
and dancing the ancient dances, but by creating new ones. Having been created in this cen-
tury, the new dances or choreographies may reflect more modern influences, but remain in
harmony with the character of those older dances. Thus today, young and old come together,
to celebrate and reaffirm this tradition with dances both old and new.

The programme begins with three of the older dances. Festive occasions often began with “Apalais
méness”’, a dance for all present. “Ackups”, a simple and traditional dance is one of the oldest.
“Saules rotala” is a summer solstice dance depicting various qualities of the sun. Of the next
six selections, four are very recent choreographies: " Teci rik§iem kumelini”’ is based on music
mimicking the trotting of a frisky colt while the lively ““Rota Ausekiitis” breathes life into the
Latvian symbolic ethnographic design of a star. “Dzirkstele” and *‘Raitais dancis” are two quick
paced dances: one choreographed in the United States, the other in Germany. “Devindancis”
and “Lancets” are older dances, the latter characterized by a unique polka step executed with
an unusually high lifting of the knee.

The next section of the programme brings the oldest and youngest dancers together in perfor-
ming ten folk dances, which originated, as did most Latvian folk dances known today, many
centuries ago. “‘Metienin§”, a simple dance for couples, *'Tautas kadrila”, and “‘Krusta kazaks”
will be performed by our older dancers. “Tautas kadrila” features minuet-like motions reflec-
ting the historical influence of French and Polish cultures on Latvian dance; “Krusta kazaks",
similar in style, depicts the path of the country messenger as he travels between homesteads.
Our youngest generation joins the older to perform "“Auzu deja”, **Saufite”, and “Jautrais paris”,
all of which can be danced by an unlimited number of couples. “Auzu deja” depicts the win-
nowing of oats; “Saulite”, the movement of the sun’s rays and ‘‘Jautrais paris”, the pure joy
of dancing. The older dancers then leave the young ones on their own to render “Krustdeja”,
an ancient cross dance, seeking symbolic protection for warriors; " Sikais dancis”, a dance with
tiny steps; "“Jautra vija", a simple, stately dance from the region of Nica in western Latvia; and
“Jandaling”, usually the first dance a child learns, thus one of the most beloved dances familiar
to all Latvians, concludes this part of the programme.

A unique characteristic of the next three selections is that they are performed exclusively by
women — “Aglonas meitenu deja” and “Maminas meitina” or exclusively by men — “Larikis”.
“Aglonas meitenu deja” portrays a farewell to childhood in preparation for marriage. In “Maminas
meitina”’, the mothers offer the daughters three different suitors and the daughters refuse them
alll The male side of the situation is portrayed in “Larikis” (choreographed in Australia), the
story of suitors spying for potential brides. The next five dances are all choreographies, some
more recent, others already well established: “Ventinu deja”, “Talsu deja”, “Using”, “Saules
deja”, and “Toronaks” have been chosen for this performance to illustrate the diversity of Lat-
vian choreography. In their diversity, however, they remain true to that undefinable but essen-
tial spirit of Latvian folk dances. It is interesting to compare these more traditional choreographies
with “'Sarabumbals”, a wedding dance of the ancient Livs, a tribe who once inhabited the coastal
region of present day Latvia.

As a prerequisite for participation in the new choreographies’ show, each choreographer was
invited to create a dance to music composed by Lolita Ritmane specifically for this performance.
The result is "Dancis '86" — ten different choreographies which will be presented simultaneously.

The finale of today's performance is “Sudmalinas”, the most popular of traditional Latvian folk
dances. The moving windmill in its constant geometric swirl exemplifies the quintessence of
Latvian folk dances: respect, equality, warmth ... and fun!
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
